ANNUAL REPORT June 1, 2015ð May 31, 2016 

This past year Assistance League of Everett celebrated itsô 50th Anniversary. For five decades we have 

remained true to our roots as an all-volunteer, nonprofit organization devoted to serving those in need 

throughout Snohomish County in Washington State.  The organization has realized amazing growth; as 

need arose, new philanthropic programs have been added, while increasing the number of people 

served through each program. 

Assistance League of Everett is one of 120 local chapters which make up a nationwide network bound 

by a common cause and vision to make lasting change within our local communities. Programs are com-

pletely funded through grants, endowments, fundraising events and proceeds from our thrift shop and go 

directly back into our local community.  

Key Accomplishments 

Improving the lives of school children, teens,  adults and families in need 

3,511 children visited our Operation School Bell facility 

leaving with large bags packed full of new clothes. 

988 high school students shopped at local Fred 
Meyer stores. Volunteers ensure school appropriate 
clothing, is selected, scan price tags and pay the bill.

Î Preschool children receive personalized pre-

packed bags of new clothing based on their 

gender, size and color preferences.

Î 3,500 grooming kits were handed out 

to children served through School 

Bell. AssisteensÈ Auxiliary, comprised 

of teenage volunteers, provided the 

kits as well as T-shirts for teens.  

Î Special emphasis was placed on 

serving more students earlier in the 

school year so they would have new 

warm clothes before winter.  

Î 143 high school seniors were able to 

celebrate their graduation achieve-

ment with $200 Graduation Awards.  

Î 10 adults were able to continue their 

education and better their lives 

through Everett Community College 

Scholarships. 

Î 223 survivors of assault and trauma, 

were given sweat suits, underwear 

and instructional books through      

Assault Survivor KitsÈ,  a program     

of Kitty Young Auxiliary. 

 

Bus loads of children visited School Bell 

during the September through February  

months, averaging 30-50 kids a day. .   

Î 96 homeless, low-income adults or 

displaced families were provided 

vouchers to shop at the Assistance 

League Thrift Store for needed 

clothes and household items. 

Î Kitty Young Auxiliary provided spe-

cial support, designed to enrich 

studentôs learning, to three schools 

in need of extra resources.  

Î Thousands of in-need families and 

individuals benefited from unsale-

able items donated to the Thrift 

Shop and passed along to other  

local nonprofit organizations.   

Managing clothing inventory, costs, and student infor-

mation is easier and accurate using a bar code tracking 

and database system..  

School staff indicate that wearing new
